Beaumanor Hall has been offering outdoor learning experiences for children in Leicestershire and the surrounding area since the 1970s. It caters for groups of children through from Foundation Stage through to post 16. The centre offers a range of experiences from adventurous activities to nature studies and themed days. The centre is run by Leicestershire County Council and is accredited by both the Council for Learning Outside the Classroom and the Adventure Activities Licensing Authority.
Our Year 2 residential is shared with Cotgrave Church of England Primary School, Cotgrave. 
ACCOMMODATION
The centre has comfortable accommodation, with five cabins each with main dormitories, staff bedrooms, living and dining areas, kitchens, toilets and washing and showering facilities. The cabins are equipped with central heating and are set up to be self-catering, but evening meals are served in the Hall itself during the week. For this visit we will be allocated three of the cabins and will have sole use of our accommodation.
MEALS
The children are given two meals on each day at the centre. A typical menu would be:


Breakfast:

cereals, toast, juice and fruit


Lunch:

sandwiches, crisps, fruit, juice and a cake

Behaviour

Old comfortable clothes are the order of the day.
We will be visiting in February, so plenty of warm clothing will be required!

The children should not bring: a packed lunch for the first day; any other food; any sweets; any money; anything electronic; anything of great value.
The above should be packed in a wheeled suitcase – there is quite a walk from the coach stop to the cabins so they need to be able to wheel it themselves. Please name all clothing, especially hats, gloves and scarves and ensure that packing is done with your child so that they know what they have got and where it is! The centre holds lost property for a short time after the visit. They cannot accept responsibility for visitor’s property; valuable items are brought at the owner’s risk.
